The year 2016 has been declared the
Year of Slovak Music by the Ministry

of Culture of the Slovak Republic. This
declaration was on the initiative of the
Music Centre Slovakia, an initiative that
now sees the publication of this book.
This book aims to map the places, people,
ensembles and events in Bratislava -
also called the “city of music” - that are
particularly related to classical music,
but also includes other music genres.
The chapters “Musical Walking Tours”
and “Musicians’ Places of Eternal Rest”
look to the past: those who wish to can
trace the footsteps of the famous and
less famous personalities who worked
in our city, improving the quality of its
musical life, or visited it even for a short
time, thereby leaving a permanent
imprint of their presence here. The past
flows into the present in the chapter
“Concert Venues of Bratislava” - the
halls, palaces, galleries, churches and
theatres, resonating with the echoes of
music from times past, invite visitors

to drink from the well of music of today.
“Orchestras, Ensembles and Choirs”
presents a selection of twenty music
ensembles with a short description of
their past and current work. The book
also maps Bratislava’s musical life today:
its festivals and concert series, clubs,
music shops and other music institutions.
The entries are interconnected by
references. Of course, due to its limited
scope, this volume does not aspire to
completeness. Its authors, active tourist
guides in Bratislava who specialize in its
musical life, offer their knowledge both
to the inhabitants of Bratislava and the
visitors of our city. We wish our readers
many beautiful musical discoveries

Z novsich dejin to bol byvaly Park kultiry a oddychu (PKO), kultirne
zariadenie na nabrezi Dunaja, postavené v r. 1940 - 1948 p6vodne na tGcel
konania Dunajskych veltrhov, prestavané na kultiirno-spolo¢enské zariadenie
vr. 1951 - 1959. Bolo svedkom mnohych koncertov a plesov, vystav

a veltrhoyv, festivalov Bratislavska lyra (-» s. 76) a Bratislavské jazzové

dni (= s. 91) a i. Po odpredani pozemkov pod budovami odstavili PKO

z prevadzky a na prelome rokov 2015 - 2016 ho zburali.

MUSICAL LIFE IN BRATISLAVA (known as Pressburg/Pozsony/Presporok
until 1919) boasts a long tradition. Many concert halls and other concert
venues offer a rich and varied programme - something for everybody. Some
sites, however, have already ceased to exist, such as the former Hall of
Representatives, which was located in the courtyard of the Old Town Hall. This
hall, built in 1868 for the external members of the city council (representatives),
was in its time the most important concert venue in Bratislava. From 1871
until its demolition in 1910, it hosted performances by Hans von Bulow (in the
presence of Franz Liszt), Henrik Wieniawski, David Popper and Sophie Menter,
Pablo de Sarasate, Ignaz Brill, Camille Saint-Saéns, Ferdinand Hiller, Joseph
Joachim, and Carl Reinecke, to name just a few.

In more recent times it was notably the Park of Culture and Relaxation (PKO),
a cultural centre located on the bank of the river Danube, built in 1940-1948
originally for the Danube Trade Fair and transformed into a venue for cultural
and social events in 1951-1959. It held a number of concerts, balls, exhibitions
and fairs, including the festivals Bratislava Lyre (=» p. 76) and Bratislava Jazz
Days (=» p- 91). After the sale of the land under the PKO buildings, it was closed
down and demolished at the beginning of 2016.

Reduta

The Reduta building was built in the
years 1913-1919 on the site of a former
granary from the times of Queen Maria
Theresa. It is representative of the
Neo-Baroque style with elements of
Rococo and Art Nouveau. The project
was designed by the Budapest archi-
tects Marcell Komor and Dezsé Jakab.
Its Small Hall opened to the public in
1916; the Concert Hall in 1919. The
building housed the City Music School,
the cinema Redoute and a café, and
held concerts and balls. Since 1949 the
Reduta has been the seat of the Slovak
Philharmonic, which first played here in
1950. The Concert Hall originally didn’t
have an organ; during its installation in
19586, the balcony in the front part of
the hall, which had held an orchestra
during balls, was removed. Since 1965

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the Reduta has served as the venue

for the Bratislava Music Festival ¢

(=» p. 77), an important musical event.
The building underwent a complete
reconstruction in 2009-2012.

Today the Concert Hall of the Slovak
Philharmonic has 708 seats available
for its visitors, the Small Hall has 168
seats and the glassed-in B. Bjgrnson
Courtyard offers space for various
smaller events. The Reduta is also
used for social events; for example,
in 2008 it held a ceremonial banquet
in honour of Queen Elizabeth Il and
Prince Philip. The Reduta has hosted
many renowned performers, such as
Claudio Abbado, Eugen d’Albert, Béla
Bartok, Pierre Boulez, Philip Glass,
Aram Khachaturian, Erich Wolfgang
Korngold, Fritz Kreisler, Zubin Mehta,
Olivier Messiaen, David Oistrakh,
Dmitry Shostakovich, Krzysztof
Penderecki, Sviatoslav Richter,
Richard Strauss, Eugéne Ysaye,

Felix Weingartner and Alexander

von Zemlinsky. D

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Moyzes Hall

The building was constructed in
1911-1912 to hold the Austro-Hun-
garian military headquarters on the
basis of the design of Josef Rittner,

a Viennese construction engineer. The
object contains an Art Nouveau social
hall currently named after the composer
Alexander Moyzes (1906-1984), which
is accessed from the Vajansky Riverside.
Thanks to its outstanding acoustics, it

is often used as a concert hall (e.g. for
the Melos-Ethos festival); in 1986-2001
it was regularly used as the venue for
the Slovak Philharmonic concert series
(Moyzes Hall of the Slovak Philharmonic).
Among those who have performed here
are Eugen d’Albert, Ernst von Dohnanyi,
Robert Stolz, Felix Weingartner and
Ottorino Respighi. In 1926-1930 the
first radio studio in Slovakia broadcasted
from here, which is commemorated

by a plaque on the building. Since 1960
the building has belonged to the Faculty
of Arts of Comenius University. D

Slovakia, the Building
of the Slovak Radio

The regular broadcast from this
inverted pyramid building commenced
in 1985. The building consists of two
pyramids, with the inner one contain-
ing the broadcasting equipment and
recording studios. The Large Concert
Studio of the Slovak Radio with 523
seats holds concerts of the Slovak
Radio Symphony Orchestra (=» p. 59),
as well as other classical and popular
music concerts. It contains one of
the largest organs in Central Europe
with 6,300 pipes. This is where the
Organ Concerts under the Pyramid
(=» p. 84) take place. The hall has
excellent acoustics for recording; it

is positioned on springs which serve
as an acoustic silencer, preventing
vibrations and sound echoes. The
Slovak Radio Symphony Orchestra,
the Slovak Radio Folk Instruments
Orchestra (OLuN), and the Slovak

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Radio Children’s and Girls’ Choirs all
record in the Studio, as do some external
music bodies. Concerts and recordings
also take place in the Small Concert
Studio of the Slovak Radio, which can
host 183 visitors, as well as the
Chamber Studio with its 130 seats.

The Slovak Radio building has held the
Radio_Head Awards festival since

2014, a two-day concert showcasing

the best of the past year in music
broadcast from Devin Radio and
Radio_FM (www.radiohlavy.sk). Some of
the personalities who have performed in
the Slovak Radio building include John
Abercrombie, Jon Anderson, Boris Bere-
zovsky, Branford Marsalis, Al Di Meola,
Steve Reich and Dawn Upshaw. D

Concert Hall Dvorana
of the Academy of
Performing Arts

The Academy of Performing Arts (APA)
was founded in 1949 as the first spe-
cialized university institution for music,
drama, dance and
film arts in Slovakia.
The APA is currently
composed of three
faculties: Music and
Dance Faculty, Theatre
Faculty, and Film and
Television Faculty. The
former radio building
at 1, Zochova Street
today serves as the
seat of the Music and Dance Faculty
(Music Faculty until 1992). The APA Con-
cert Hall Dvorana with 130 seats holds
chamber and orchestral concerts of
smaller instrumental line-ups, seminars
and workshops. Besides events organ-
ized by the faculty, external concerts,
festivals and other events also take
place here. D

The Music Hall of Bratislava Castle

is located in the northern wing of the
Castle, in the former Baroque chapel.
Following the reconstruction of the
Castle in the 1950s and 1960s, the
venue was used as an assembly hall,
and later as a music hall for organ
concerts. The furniture from the
1970s has been partly preserved. The
organ was made by the state-owned
enterprise Varhany Krnov in 1975.
Traces of stucco decoration of the
niche in which the altar of the chapel
had been placed are visible on the
western wall behind the organ. The
painting on the ceiling, Symphony
from 1968, is by Ester Simerova-

Martinekova. Two paintings hang on the
walls with the theme of the Assumption
of Virgin Mary. One of them was painted

by Anton Schmidt in 1762-1763 and was

taken from the demolished Church of the
Blessed Virgin Mary in Kremnica. The
other painting, by an unknown Central-
European painter from 1760-1790,
comes from the Slovak National Gallery
collection. The chapel annually holds
the Bratislava Organ Festival (= p. 85).
The concerts of the Bratislava Goes
Classical series organized by the
Bratislava Tourist Board, aimed at
attracting foreign visitors, have

also met with a positive response
(www.bagoclassical.sk). Concerts also
take place in the courtyard and on the

The Classicistic building of the Pri-
mate’s Palace, standing on the site of
an older mansion, was commissioned

by the Esztergom archbishop Joseph

Batthyanyi as his winter residence.

The Hall of Mirrors on the first floor

is the oldest preserved concert hall
in Bratislava. The first concert was
held here in 1780, even before the
palace was finished. Joseph Batthya-
nyi’s orchestra worked here, led by
the composer Anton Zimmermann
(1741-1781). Among others, its

1796), cellist Franz Xaver
Hammer (1741-1817), and Theodor Lotz
(1746-1792), a clarinettist and wind
music instrument maker who improved
the basset horn. The orchestra of the
archbishop Emmerich Esterhazy worked
in the former mansion, whose unofficial
capellmeister was the composer Joseph
Umstatt (1711-1762), later replaced

by the famous composer Francesco
Durante (1684-1755). Today, the Hall
of Mirrors is used for concerts, sessions
of the municipal government, confer-
ences and various cultural events. The
annual International Guitar Festival of

J. K. Mertz (= p. 82) takes place here.
Among the personalities who have given
concerts or performed their own works
here are Joseph Kaspar Mertz, Antonio
Salieri, Béla Bartok, Leo Brouwer, Pablo
Casals and Rodion Shchedrin. D

County House

The County House was formed by the
reconstruction of and addition to the
Trinitarian monastery according to the
design of Ignaz Feigler Sr. in 1844.
Its music hall with excellent acoustics
and capacity for up to 800 guests is
one of the oldest still preserved halls
in Bratislava; architecturally, it has re-
mained unchanged. The most famous
musicians of the turn of the 20"
century gave concerts here, some

of them performing their own works
(Hans von Bilow, Anton Rubinstein,
Richard Strauss, Anton Bruckner,
Johannes Brahms, Béla Bartok).
Today, under the name of the Slovak
Republic Constitution Hall, it serves
the needs of the Slovak Parliament
and is sometimes used for concerts
within various music festivals.

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Historicka
Igudova NR SR,
Zupny dom

Zupny dom vznikol prestavbou

a dostavbou klastora trinitarov podla
projektu Ignaca Feiglera st. v r. 1844.
Jeho hudobna sien s vybornou akus-
tikou a kapacitou do 800 hosti patri
medzi najstarsie doteraz zachované

v Bratislave, architektonicky je nezme-
nena. Tu koncertovali ¢i uvadzali svoje
diela najslavnejsi hudobnici prelomu
19. a 20. st. (Hans von Biilow, Anton
Rubinstejn, Richard Strauss, Anton
Bruckner, Johannes Brahms, Béla
Bartok). Dnes pod nazvom Sala Ustavy
SR slizi NR SR a obcas sa vyuziva na
koncerty v ramci roznych hudobnych
festivalov. D

Palffy Palace

(Zamocka Street)

The building known as the Palffy Palace
is in fact just a torso of the garden

wing of the former late-Renaissance
palace built by Count Paul Palffy during
the reconstruction of the Bratislava
Castle in the 17" century. Its garden
was located under this wing in the area
approximately delimited today by the
Zamocka, Palisady and Zochova Streets.
The Palace served as a concert venue
for many important musicians. Accord-
ing to some sources, Johann Nepomuk
Hummel performed here during his last
visit to his hometown in 1834; his fellow
townsman, guitar player Joseph Kaspar
Mertz, also appeared at this concert.
Today, the preserved part of the palace
serves as a concert hall and gallery.
The concert series Albrechtina -
(Un)Known Music (=» p. 86), Moyzes
Quartet in the Palffy Palace and others
take place here. D

Palffyho palac

(Zamocka ul.)

Budova znama ako Palffyho palac je
v skutocnosti iba torzom zahradného
kridla byvalého neskororenesan-
¢ného palaca, postaveného grofom
Pavlom Palffym pocas prestavby
Bratislavského hradu v 17. st. Jeho
zahrada sa rozkladala pod tymto
kridlom priblizne medzi dnesSnymi
ulicami Zamocka, Palisady a Zocho-
va. Palac slazil ako miesto koncertov
vyznamnych hudobnikov. Pri posled-
nej navsteve svojho rodiska tu podla
niektorych zdrojov v r. 1834 koncer-
toval Johann Nepomuk Hummel
spolu s dalSim rodakom, gitaristom
Josephom Kasparom Mertzom. Za-
chovana cast palaca dnes sliuzi ako
koncertna sien a galéria, konaju sa
tu koncerty cyklov Albrechtina -
(Ne)znama hudba (-» s. 86), Moyze-
sovo kvarteto v Palffyho palaciai. D

& Zamocka 47
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Mirbach Palace

The building of this Rococo palace
(1768-1770) was commissioned by
the brewer Michael Spech. Today

the palace bears the name of its last
private owner, Count Emil Mirbach,
who bequeathed it to the city. Since
1975 the Bratislava City Gallery has
been located here. On the piano no-
bile two rooms have been preserved
in their original form: the so-called
graphic rooms with wood panelling on
the walls, in which graphic engrav-
ings from the period 1650-1800 are
installed. The same floor also contains
the concert hall, where a music mati-
née organized by the Music Centre
Slovakia (= p. 106) takes place every
Sunday morning. D

Mirbachov palac

Rokokovy palac dal postavit pivovarnik
Michael Spech vr. 1768 - 1770. Dnes
nesie palac meno posledného sikrom-
ného majitela grofa Emila Mirbacha,
ktory ho odkazal mestu. Od r. 1975

tu sidli Galéria mesta Bratislavy. Na
reprezentacnom podlazi sa zachovali

v pévodnom stave dve miestnosti, tzv.
grafické kabinety s drevenym oblozZe-
nim na stenach, v ktorom si instalo-
vané grafickeé listy z druhej polovice
17. a 18. st. Na tom istom podlazi sa
nachadza koncertna sien, v ktorej sa
kazdé nedelné predpoludnie uskutoc-
nuje hudobné matiné organizované
Hudobnym centrom (= s. 106). D
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
