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  Prologue: We rebuild the foundations, and the roof turns to gold


  


  


  This book was born because it had to be born. There’s no doubt about it. After all, you’re holding it in your hands now. For quite a few years I’d been flirting with the idea of writing down everything that I’d learnt in my life, that I’d been through, that I’d wept through and that I’d transformed into solutions, in one single book. Yes, even Confucius said that there are three paths that can lead a man to wisdom. The first path is reflection, which is the noblest. The second path is imitation, which is the easiest. The third path is man’s own experience and this is the most bitter one. However, visiting the bookstores and seeing the sections of esoteric literature in particular had always discouraged me from writing. There was so much of it! Full shelves! Osho, Kirschner, Hay, Sinelnikov, Ruiz, Tepperwein... “They are all writing about the same thing, just using different words. Why add yet another book to the shelf?”


  However, with every novel I’d written, there were more and more invitations to meet my readers, give lectures, and attend various festivals and discussion forums. People kept asking me everywhere if I’d read The Secret and I just answered them with a smile that I’d already been living it for two decades, although it hadn’t yet been written back then. I told them that I’d read Carnegie and other psychologists while just a small boy and applied the Silva Method, and that these people’s ideas only confirmed what I’d somehow already had in me since I was born.


  In my lectures, I spoke about things familiar to me; the power of our own thoughts, positive thinking, forgiving both others and ourselves, and coming back to our own nature. I also described different techniques on how to rid oneself of psychological problems, although later on I realised that instead of using the new likeable thoughts like a spark to burn out the old forest within themselves, people often did something else: they came home and put the new thoughts away in their shiny bureaus and labelled them as “the truth”. They didn’t put anything of it into practice. Every second person you meet today is reading The Secret, yet they’re unhappy, and not even rich as they expected to become when reading the book. Something went wrong…


  I start my lectures by telling people that the axioms described in this book should be taught in school. One unhappy generation should stop bringing up another, maybe even unhappier, one. Why should I, Mr Clean (they say I look like him!), have to lead a psychological guerrilla war in the libraries, coffee shops and bookstores and shock the unconscious with what should have been a common thing for everyone from day one. Yet the Matrix (I like to call this system as such) doesn’t want people to know the truth. Do you know why? Because it needs unhappy people for its survival.


  We live in times when we learn mainly through relationships, illnesses and death. It’s nice when they teach the schoolkids that a gentleman is supposed to go down the stairs first, or how to use cutlery. Yet maybe if we were more educated in matters of psychology and relationships, our heads wouldn’t be exploding with mental pain and there would be less cutting and stitching in hospitals. Naturally so, because illnesses are mostly caused by unresolved mental states. No-one’s ever told you that there are a hundred causes for one illness? I know, my doctor has never asked me either what my emotional life has been like lately, what problems I’ve been solving and why I couldn’t sleep last night due to feeling a red-hot ball in my stomach. Medicine is improving the technologies that treat and ease the consequences, but it doesn’t solve the causes. Yet when you’re building a house, every mason will tell you that you mustn’t skimp on the foundations, because they are the most important thing. You can have the most expensive roof in the world but once your little house starts falling down, your golden chimney won’t help you much.


  I decide where to direct my energy, because this life is nothing else but the intake and expenditure of energy. I won’t be here forever. I love my family and I feel that I want to be with them now. That’s why I wrote this book – so that I wouldn’t have to live a nomadic way of life and speak to dozens when there is a way that one can whisper to thousands. If you feel like it, you can lend this book to those in pain; maybe it’ll help them. If someone throws it back at you, know that they acted according to the level of their own being and had a right to do that. Don’t let that discourage you though, and offer it to another soul that is currently trying to commit a quiet suicide by his or her negative approach to things. Moreover, we shouldn’t forget that by committing suicide we’re also committing murder on those around us, because we’re all connected. We must understand that when people in Africa have nothing to eat, or someone is stabbing a victim somewhere in California at this very moment, even our great grandparents are somehow responsible for that. We don’t want to have blood on our hands, do we? We want the next generations to live in a paradise that we’ve left for them, not bomb craters…


  I wrote this book for ordinary people, so I saw to it that I was using the simplest possible language. No, this isn’t yet another book on “heavy” esoterics. We will clarify the terms here and then we will learn to help ourselves. We will learn how to transform the quality of pain and draw the right consequences; how to smile through tears and start a loving dialogue with the world. This is a primer for first-graders. You won’t find a manual on how to live on prana here, or how to leave your body during meditation, or that we will save Mother Earth by connecting with the Pleiadians. The only chance for peace, love and understanding to start their reign on our beautiful blue planet is, in fact, in the hands of one person. Who is that person? It’s you, who are reading these words right now. Because if you, my dear reader, are happy, those around you will be happy too. Remember this sentence well because you can’t do more for Mother Earth and humankind than make yourself happy.

  1. Everyone has their own explanation of “suffering” in life. Over the whole existence of humankind, plenty of Pty Ltds promising love have been set up (encyclopaedias of religions and philosophies are readily available). If, therefore, some of the things said in this book don’t fit your already established belief system, you can just say that Baricak is off the beam and you’re not accepting this or that. So take only what suits you. If it’s just one single sentence, you were supposed to come across this book.


  2. Baricak isn’t any kind of “realised guru who meditates all the time”, as I’ve often heard people say. That’s fatal stupidity! Baricak is an ordinary man; that is to say, he’s a miraculous being just like yourself, who makes mistakes, learns from them and fulfils life’s tasks. Yet, maybe with the exception that I’ve brought much more energy with me to this life than others, so giving in to defeat or sinking into depression has never crossed my mind. I take a moment to analyse the situation, experience it with every cell of my body and find a way out. I unshakably believe that the beloved Sun always emerges from behind the thick clouds. All that is needed is to ask for it and it always emerges. I’ve tested it, believe me.


  3. I’m not establishing a new religion, sect or philosophical movement! I’m not giving any paid personal consultations. Give me a break – I don’t want your recognition, money or applause. What I want is your happiness. Attain it by yourself. Take this book just like a little booster. Rejoice in your own inner springs. Then I won’t have to spend my evenings writing back to you in response to your pains, looking for the right words to comfort you over and over again and explaining to my wife that I’m not chatting with my girlfriends. I’m following my own goal here; can’t you see how I love myself? No longer will I have to travel the country. I’ll enjoy the hearth and home along with the fact that I’ve contributed to the global human smile with a tiny grain. Spread it yourself by being quiet and calm, but also by being joyful and endlessly smiling. That’s the only way to spread the “disease of positiveness”.


  4. Accept occasional vulgarisms in the book. I didn’t feel like correcting the real language of our times. Dishonesty is the last thing you can expect from me. For sweet talk, go meet your coffeetime friend who doesn’t go into the heart of the problem in order not to hurt you or is not aware of the deeper relations at all.


  5. If you want to fall into the lion’s den forever, pick a book on chakras. However, I recommend you to read the basics first. If not this primer, then some other. This is a book for first-graders where some of the ideas and laws of the universe are only outlined. If you feel hungry for more, you can just reach out your hand in our times of information avalanche. There are books for each chapter which dissect the particular problem or area and get to the root of it. Just desire it and it’ll come your way.


  6. I deliberately repeat myself, since the principle of repetition emphasises the main point. Over and over again I’ll be mentioning the same ideas about self-acceptance, forgiveness, acceptance of the “hardships” of life, saying thank you, positive thinking, learning to smile in the darkest moments, and doing magic with unshakeable conviction. From the left, from the right, from above, from below... Persevere; it’s an intention that’ll get under your skin. You’ll thank me in ten years’ time.


  7. The book doesn’t have a system. I deliberately avoided the textbook style. The chapter titles often don’t even correspond with the content. I simply connected myself to the Source and wrote down what was whispered to me. Thus, consider the book a collection of short chapters and stories that follow on each other indirectly.


  8. The system that we live in I call the Matrix. You cannot touch it with your hands. You can spot it with your mind only. It gives us sweets with a smile, yet they are but rotten food. It lied to our parents who came to believe many of its delusions that gradually impoverish people with every new generation, depriving them of their own lives. That’s why many of the words in this book are in quotation marks, since evil is not real “evil”, the enemy is not a real “enemy”, the rich one is not “rich”, the poor one is not “poor”, the chicken is not a “chicken” and an apple is often not an “apple”. While writing the book, I realised many times that it would be easier to put quotation marks at the beginning and at the end of the whole text to take care of this problem for good. Eventually, however, my desire to provide the blind with glasses prevailed, so I took the trouble and started using words in their true meanings, because if you really open your eyes, you’ll realise that everything is the other way around (which means that everything is as it should be).


  9. Be aware that I can easily negate an already-introduced idea with another one after a few pages. The divine yarn is woven so perfectly that what can be applied to one situation cannot be applied to another. This is not mathematics with the possibility of reverse calculation. This is a beautiful, divinely-devised mechanism. One day, people will see it in every word. Unfortunately, we live in times when it’s not yet possible. However, if you start to inquire into the matters of the spiritual realm a little more, you’ll end up with one word anyway. The word is love.

  The Earth is but a host planet where a great cosmic experiment is taking place. Every part of the world is represented by a different race. That’s why there’s the constant wrestling match between “good” and “evil”. That’s why Muslims don’t understand Christians, black people are a joke for the white, and the “smart” ones consider themselves superior to the “stupid” people. Fortunately, we’re not alone in this “fight”. In every moment, the eyes of the whole universe are upon us. Countless souls that are on a higher level than we pin their hopes on us. They believe that tolerance, understanding, harmony and love will reign in the world one day.
